The use of thiskit will lower your motor cycle approximately 1-1/2 inches. The lowering of either front, back or
both causes the motor cycles chassis, floor boar ds, exhaust and other products bolted to any portion of the bike
to now be approximately 1-1/2 inches closer to the ground. When turning at both low or high speeds, these
items can comein contact with the ground. This contact, should it happen, can cause you some/all loss of
control or may cause damageto theitem.
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1. Raiserear wheel free of the ground. Place support block under tire (DO NOT allow bikesweight torest on
block).

2. Removethe 3 boltg/nuts on the stock shock triangle brackets (Califor nia-model bikes will need to remove
mount bolts from charcoal canister and let it hang freeto allow accessto triangle brackets).

3. Ingtall the new, black powder-coated L owering Brackets as shown in the diagram above. Once bracketsare
installed, tighten all mounting bolts/nutsto 36 ft-Ibs. (California-models - Reinstall charcoal canister). It is
recommended you adjust shock spring preload to max adjustment at thistime. Refer to Yamaha shop manual
for thisprocedure.

4. Remove brake line from caliper. Use caution when removing brakeline some brake fluid will drip out! Now
remove brake caliper from caliper mounting bracket and then removerear axle.

7. Slide supplied caliper stay arm on to swingarm post, then slip rubber cushion over post and up against stay
arm.

8. Insert supplied bushing into caliper mount and connect stay arm to caliper mount using supplied bolt,
washer s and acorn nut. Tighten securely.

9. Tighten all other boltsnuts and rear axleto factory specs. Connect brakeline and bleed brake system per
shop manual procedures. Check for any brakefluid leaksat caliper. Lower motorcycleto ground. Recheck all
fasteners after 100 miles of riding.
