The pulley cover dipsover the bearing
boss on the pulley side. A good suggestion isto tape both sides of the cover with low-release painterstapeto
prevent scratching. Do not fold the tape over the edge asit will trap between the cover & pulley and be
impossible to remove.

1. Remove rear wheel from the motorcycle per Yamaha shop manual procedures.

2. Hold new Baron Pulley Cover onto front side of pulley. From rear of pulley, didein placethe supplied " U"
brackets over pulley spokes, aligning each one with the mounting holes on Pulley Cover. Using supplied
hardwar e, fasten Pulley Cover to mounting brackets and torque to approximately 8-10 ft-Ibs.

3. Reinstall rear whedl onto motorcycle per Yamaha shop manual procedures.

4. Clean-up: Use window cleaner and a soft towel to clean the Pulley Cover.

NOTE: Baronsrecommendsthe use of blue L octite or other medium-strength thread locking compound on the
supplied mounting har dware. Be car eful not to scratch the face of the cover or therear of the cover while
diding the bracketsinto place.
