INSTRUCTIONS:

CAUTION: We suggest covering your fuel tank, front fender and headlight with towels or protective covering
to prevent damage.

1. Remove your stock bars & risersfollowing your service manual.

NOTE: Depending on the bike model your working with it may be possible to remove the handlebar from the
risersand lay them forward on the fender, headlight or possibly back onto the tank (After placing towelsor a
protective cover down). Some models may have hole plugsin theriser bolts which would need to pried out in
order toinsert Allen wrench into theriser cap bolts. These coversmay requirea miniature screwdriver or
something with athin edgeto pry them loose.

SUGGESTION: Most stock bikes come equipped with a wire cable/line guide mounted under thetripletree and
usually attached theriser mount bolts. Werecommend you per manently remove these cable/line guides asthis
frees up additional cable and linelength.

2. Select the appropriate size stud for your bike by matching the diameter and length to your stock riser bolts
from the provided sets. H-D modelsre-usethe stock 1/2"-13 bolts. |f you wish to replacethe stock H-D bolts
you can you can purchase 1/2" -13 boltsin the appropriate length at most har dwar e stores and we suggest you
get a Grade 8 material.

3. Test fit the studsin thetripletree before continuing by threading the stud into the base of the riser and
installing theriser and stud into thetriple tree mount holesto be surethe stud penetratesthetriple tree with
enough exposed threadsto allow the Nylock nut to thread fully onto the stud.

4. With fitment confirmed, removethetop clampsfrom each riser. Thread the selected studsinto therisers
being sureto use RED L octite® in the base of theriser on the /2" sections of the studs. Be surethe 1/2" x13
portion of the studsisthreaded into the base of theriser until the last of the 1/2" threads are even with the base
of therisers. If necessary you may thread both nutsonto the stud asa " Jam-Nut" to help in threading if they
aredifficult to turn by hand (do not usevise gripsor pliersasthey will damage the threads).

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5. Mount theriser with its stud through thetop of thetripletree. Install the flat washer and then the Nylock nut
on each stud and thread them on but do not yet tighten completely.

6. Install handlebar into therisers, lining up the knurling evenly left to right and then install riser cap and its
boltsone side at a time and tighten them loosely into position.

7. With the handlebar in place thisalignstherisersso they are squarein thetripletree. Now you may tighten
the Nylock nutson theriser studsfirmly in place.

8. Adjust therotation of the handlebar to wherethey are comfortable for you.

SUGGESTION: When adjusting therotation of the barsit isimportant for comfort and control that the
hand/wrist position be sightly downhill rather than having the ends of the bar parallel to the ground.

9. When you are satisfied with therotation tighten thetop clamp boltsto hold the barsin place.

TESTING TURNING RADIUS: VERY CAUTIOUSLY turn your handlebarsfull left and full right to besure
the bars, controlsor control linesdo not hit your fuel tank. At the sametimeit isvery important to watch the
riserscarefully to be surethey do not contact the dash. If thereisany contact with the handlebar you must
rotate the barsupward until thereis no more contact. If thereis contact with the fuel tank you may not be able
to usetheserisers. However you should check to confirm the fuel tank and dash areinstalled properly and are
pulled totherear of the bike asfar as possible. In some cases it may be possible to place a thick shim (washer)
between theriser base and thetop of thetripletreetoraisetheriser to clear the dash.

10. Now firmly tighten therisers' tops by tightening the forward-most boltsfirst until the clamp and riser base
touch lightly touch. Then tighten therear boltsfirmly and test the barsto be surethey do not rotate. Be sure all
bolts aretightened firmly and evenly.

SUGGESTION: Some bikes come with rubber riser damperswhich reduce vibration. With the added length of
theriser you my find more bar movement than you prefer. In this case we suggest you add a large Fender
washer the diameter of the damper, placing it on theriser bolt against the underside of thetripletree, then
install the supplied washer and Nylock nutsand tighten. Thiswill reduce the damper flexing.
