INSTRUCTIONS: with Lowering Blocks.

1) With amotorcyclejack or floor jack, lift enough weight off of the wheels so that the existing shock bolts can
be removed with ease.

2.) Loosen the bolt at the top of the shock and move the shock towar ds the back of the bike and tighten the bolt
on thetop of the shock just enough to keep it out of the way.

3.) Repeat on the other side. Note: Werecommend applying L octite to all fastenersduring installation.

4.) Install the lowering blocks behind the shock mount pad swing arm with the engraving facing inwards using
the /2 -13 x 1 1/4" bolt. Do not tighten the bolts all the way.

5.) Loosen the bolt at thetop of the shock. Simultaneously, lower the shock and raise the lowering block until
theholesarelined up. Screw the 1/2 -13 x 2" bolt through the shock and into the lowering block. Do not tighten
the bolts all the way.

6.) Repeat on other side. Do not tighten the bolts all the way.
7.) Slowly lower the bike until the lowering blocks comeinto contact with the swing arm.
8.) Tighten all nutsand bolts securély.
